The second quarter of 2009/10 saw an improvement in PPO re-offending compared to the base level and this trend has
continued in the latest quarter with a 2 offence improvement under the 128 offence target. The overall position from Q1-Q3
2009/10 is a 17% reduction against the 18% target.

Suffolk is currently under-performing with LT7, with 1410 offences recorded in 2009/10, 140 above the target of 1270. Despite
this, however, levels have began to decrease since September 2009, with the Q4 2009/10 experiencing 41 fewer offences
across Suffolk than were recorded in Q4 2008/09 and 9 fewer than the target for that quarter. The majority of these offences are
concentrated in the Ipswich Central, Lowestoft Central and Newmarket SNTs, which together account for 46% of these offences.

Suffolk is considerably below the confidence target of 54.9%, currently standing at 46.9%. Although this is only a slight
improvement on the previous figure of 46.3%, there remains a lot of ongoing work to understand the issues surrounding this
target, in order to achieve the target of 58.9% by March 2011.

Despite remaining in seventh position, below the family average for vehicle crime (excluding vehicle interference), Ipswich CSP has seen an increase
in Theft From Motor Vehicle offences, with 103 offences in April alone, compared to an average of 61 per month over the last year. A large proportion
of this increase has been located in Priory Heath, which has experienced 28 offences in April, compared to an average of 7 each month.
