Criminal Damage remains the most significant contributor to overall recorded crime in 
Babergh. The level of offending has risen back from thirteenth to fourteenth position in 
the Most Similar Family Group and the level remains significantly above the family 
average.  The Sudbury South, North and East wards contribute 39% of all Criminal 
Damage offences in Babergh. Other wards that experienced higher levels of Criminal 
Damage offences in Babergh include the Long Melford and Great Cornard South.

Babergh has risen from second to sixth position in the Most Similar Family Group for 
most serious violence, and is no longer significantly below the family average.  The 
last 12-month period has seen 772 offences; 126 more than the preceding 12 months. 
The Sudbury South and Sudbury East wards contribute 44% of all Violence against the 
person offences in Babergh. Other areas that experience higher levels of Violence 
against the person offences in Babergh include Hadleigh North, Pinewood and the 
Great Cornard wards.
