Localities Grant Fund

What is the fund for?

The Localities Grant Fund provides funding for one off projects/ initiatives, community related activities, or events that are based within a specific locality/community.  

Examples of previous funding applications are: 

· Haverhill arts festival; 
· Summer Indian Mela; 
· Contribution towards multi media project for 14 – 19 year olds.
We will not fund:

· Improvements to existing buildings; and

· Funding for the running costs of your organization.

Who can apply?

You can apply if you are a voluntary organisation or community group that meets the criteria of the fund
Amount of funding available and length of funding

The total annual fund is £25,000. Due to the large number of requests received to this fund, it is unlikely that bids in excess of £2,500 would be approved. Grants are usually given for ‘one off’ activities only. 

Please ensure that you provide a full breakdown of costs in your budget, as we may make a contribution towards ‘part’ of your costs.

Localities Criteria

In addition to the core eligibility and project/work criteria, if you are applying for a grant from the Localities Fund, your project must meet one or more of the following criteria to be put forward to the Grants Panel:

· Applications should be for one off projects/initiatives/events

· Projects should focus on meeting the needs within a specific geographical location

· Projects should aim to get people involved in their local community

· Projects should have support from the local community

The maximum grant from the Localities Fund is £2,500 and it will not fund core costs.

Localities Outcomes

In addition to cross-cutting outcomes, if you are applying for a grant from the Localities Fund, your project must contribute towards one or more of the following outcomes to be put forward to the Grants Panel:

· More opportunities for people to come together
· Increase the number of community activities available in rural areas
