Ipswich CSP has risen one place back to the highest position in the Most Similar
Family Group, significantly above the family average for criminal damage. Criminal
damage has continued to fall in the number of recorded offences since October 2008
when the level of offending was significantly above the average level of offending. In
April, levels were in line with the 12-month average but May saw levels beginning to
increase again with 55 more offences recorded that month than May 2008. At a local
level, the Alexandra Ward continues to experience the highest levels of offending
contributing 15% to overall levels of Criminal Damage in Ipswich. Other areas with
high levels of Criminal Damage include the Priory Heath, Westgate and Gipping
wards.
