Hengrave Hall was built in 1525 by a wealthy cloth
merchant, Thomas Kytson, the Hall is a stunning ex-
ample of the great architecture of medieval England
and took almost thirteen years to complete.

It is now Grade 1 listed and esteemed to be of con-
siderable architectural and historic importance,
Hengrave Hall is a rich jewel itself in the heart of
Suffol kds astounding countryside.

Many tales across the centuries are to be unravelled in Hen-
gr aveods -trove afsecrets: a furbulent marriage; the
i nvasion of Cromwell 6s sol die
