In May alone, there
were 47 reported offences compared to 23 in May 2008. At a local level, the wards of Kirkley
and Harbour experience the most offences, contributing 38% of Domestic Burglary offences
in Waveney. However, the wards of Whitton, Normanston and Gunton & Corton have
experienced increased levels over the last 3 months.
