Suffolk Coastal CSP has risen from seventh to twelfth position in the Most Similar Family Group for Criminal 
Damage, currently at a level above the family average but not quite to a significant degree. Despite accounting 
for 23% of crime in the CSP, there has been a slight decrease in the level of offences, with 21 fewer reported 
over the last year than the preceding 12 month period.   
At a local level, Leiston and Felixstowe South have experienced the highest levels of Criminal Damage in the 
last 12 months, contributing towards 23% of Criminal Damage in the district over the last year. Felixstowe West, 
Seckford and Felixstowe South East also feature as having high levels of Criminal Damage, with the Felixstowe 
wards combined accounting for 29% of Criminal Damage in Suffolk Coastal.

Suffolk Coastal CSP has fallen from thirteenth to eighth position in the Most Similar Family Group for most 
serious violence, presently at a rate just above the group average. Violence Against The Person offences 
contribute 19% to overall recorded crime in the Suffolk Coastal CSP, with 130 more recorded offences over the 
last year compared with the levels in the preceding 12 months.  
At a local level, Felixstowe South, Felixstowe West and Leiston have experienced the highest levels of Violence 
Against The Person in the last 12 months, together contributing 37% to the overall offences in the district. The 
remainder of Felixstowe also has high levels of Violence Against The Person offences; the Felixstowe wards 
combined account for 35% of violent offences in Suffolk Coastal.

Suffolk is not currently meeting the LT7 target, with 1389 offences recorded over the past 12 months, 122 above the target of 
1267. Despite this, however, levels have began to decrease since September 2009. The majority of these offences are 
concentrated in the Ipswich Central, Lowestoft Central and Newmarket SNTs, which together account for 50% of these offences.

Although Suffolk remains quite considerably below the confidence target of 58.9%, currently standing at 49.8%, the figure for the 
12 months to March 2010 saw an improvement of 2.9% against the previous figure that covered the 12 months to December 
2009. Presently there is ongoing work to understand the issues surrounding this target, in order to achieve the target of 58.9% 
by March 2011.

In July, Suffolk Coastal CSP saw an escalation in Other Theft and Handling offences, which have increased to 
above the upper control limit. However, 33 of these 117 offences were committed at the Latitude festival. 
Excluding these offences, levels are consistent with those that occurred in April and May this year and the same 
period last year.   

Shoplifting 6% Rise in 3-month and 
12-month period 

Since May, Suffolk Coastal CSP has seen progressive increases in Shoplifting each month and is approaching 
the upper control limit, with 45 reported offences in July compared to an average of 29 per month over the last 
year. The majority of this increase in offences is located at Sainsbury’s supermarket, Felixstowe Road in the 
Nacton ward.
