What is the fund for? 
The fund contributes towards costs for voluntary organisations and community groups to assist them to deliver their core purpose. 

Who can apply? 

Voluntary organisations and community groups which do one or more of the following:

• Work with people from ethnic minority groups; 

• Work with people with physical and sensory disabilities; 

• Provide services for older people; 

• Provide services for people who have mental health problems; 

• Provide services for people with learning disabilities; 

• Provide services for children and families; 

• Provide training for anyone in the above groups; 

• Improve job prospects for anyone in the above groups; 

• Promote volunteering; 

• Provide services for young people, including those leaving care; 

• Projects that will help to prevent people having to use social care and health services; 

Amount of funding available and length of funding 
Up to £3000 per year.
