No Level 1 Courses; however the college does have a have a schools link programme, 
whereby children from all West Suffolk High Schools can apply for one of the 8 music 
places. This comes under the ‘PAVE’ PROGRAMME and means the student can attend 
the college one day a week to gain music & technology experience & tutoring.
