Ipswich CSP has risen three places, from seventh to tenth position in the MSFG for Most Serious Violence, 
increasing to a level above the family average. Levels of reported violence remain high, having recently 
become the most prevalent offence type within Ipswich. Over the last 12 months, there have been 3361 
recorded offences, 427 more than those reported in the preceding 12-month period. Indeed all-but-two wards 
within Ipswich have seen an increase in levels of violence over the last year. 
At a local level, the Alexandra ward in the centre of Ipswich accounts for 36% of these offences with 1226 
over the year and 298 in the last 3 months. This is followed by the Westgate ward, which accounts for a 
further 10% of violence within Ipswich.

Ipswich CSP remains in fifteenth position in the Most Similar Family Group for criminal damage, significantly 
above the family average. Nevertheless, there have been 992 fewer reports of criminal damage in Ipswich 
over the last 12 months compared with those reported in the preceding 12-month period. 
At a local level the Alexandra Ward experiences the highest levels of offending, accounting for 18% of overall 
levels of Criminal Damage over the last 12 months, although there have been 51 fewer recorded offences in 
the Alexandra ward in the last 12 months compared with the preceding year. The ward of Westgate is also 
prevalent for Criminal Damage, accounting for 11% of the offences in Ipswich over the last year, which has 
seen 97 fewer offences over the last 12 months.

Suffolk is not currently meeting the LT7 target, with 1389 offences recorded over the past 12 months, 122 above the target of 
1267. Despite this, however, levels have began to decrease since September 2009. The majority of these offences are 
concentrated in the Ipswich Central, Lowestoft Central and Newmarket SNTs, which together account for 50% of these offences.

Although Suffolk remains quite considerably below the confidence target of 58.9%, currently standing at 49.8%, the figure for the 
12 months to March 2010 saw an improvement of 2.9% against the previous figure that covered the 12 months to December 
2009. Presently there is ongoing work to understand the issues surrounding this target, in order to achieve the target of 58.9% 
by March 2011.
