RE: Sheep, Goat and Pig postal movement record checks

The above legislation requires a variety of movement records to be kept by livestock keepers.  These records ensure that livestock movements are monitored so that in the event of a disease outbreak animals can be quickly traced and isolated.

On a routine basis we visit farms to check such things as movement records. However to lessen the impact of visits on keepers time, Suffolk has developed a system to check sheep, goat and pig movement records by post. If you agree to participate in this scheme completion of this new book will ensure that you comply with all of the current on-farm record requirements for live and dead-stock movements.   

Participants receive a postal book which is self-carbonating to allow records to be recorded in duplicate. Periodically you will be sent a prepaid envelope to return the blue copies of your records to this department.  These records can then be checked against the animal movement licensing system without the need for a full premise inspection. 

If your movement records are computerised you will not need to use our new postal books.  However, you can still take advantage of this scheme by either sending printouts of your records or by forwarding them electronically to this department at our e-mail address: Trading.Standards@suffolk.gov.uk
