External Grants Fund

What is the fund for?

The External Grants Fund provides funding for ‘one-off’ projects/ initiatives, community - related activities, sponsoring events, or for projects that do not meet the conditions of the other funds.  

Examples of previous funding applications are: 

· Adverts for a millennium poppy ball; 
· Funding to produce a print of the film ‘Akenfield’; 
· Contribution towards Ipswich Town Football Club’s, ‘World Arts Day’.
We will not fund:

· Improvements to existing buildings; and

· Funding for the running costs of your organization.

· Yearly activities e.g. an annual carnival or fair / event.

Who can apply?

You can apply if you are a voluntary organization or community group. In some cases the External Grants fund can provide some match funding to lever in additional funding from an external funding source e.g. part of a Lottery application, ESF bid.

Amount of funding available and length of funding

The total annual fund is £25,000. Due to the large number of requests received to this fund, it is unlikely that bids in excess of £2,500 would be approved. Grants are usually given for ‘one off’ activities only. 

Please ensure that you provide a full breakdown of costs in your budget, as we may make a contribution towards ‘part’ of your costs.
