Background: The Hornsea 3 Community Fund is part of the community engagement programme for Ørsted’s Hornsea 3 offshore wind farm which is located approximately 120 km off the Norfolk coast and 160 km off the Yorkshire coast. When it is operational by 2027, it will be capable of generating 2.9 GW of green electricity, enough to meet the average daily needs of over 3.3 million homes. The Fund covers coastal and cable route communities in Norfolk and Suffolk.
 
The Fund will support projects that meet at least one of the following themes:
 
· Community buildings and facilities. For example: capital improvement works to village halls, community centres, museums, heritage centres and community cafes. Projects that help transition to lower carbon operations, are particularly encouraged.
· Community activities and services.
· Environmental, green initiatives and public open space projects. 
· Sports, recreation and play. 
 
Small grants between £500 and £5,000.
Main grants between £5,001 and £75,000 (20% match funding / in-kind requirement).
